Engineer Report:  
Mr. Bryson advised that the Eachus Road project as well as the local road projects should 

be ready for bid next week sometime and that he would advised the Administrator of the

Benches, foliage and lighting will all be completed in the next few days.

Police Department Report: 

Chief Sawyer advised that under the current situation I this country with police being 

targeted, they have had the SLEO’s working at the desk, count and accompanied patrol.  

In addition, Chief Sawyer advised that they have turned town the grant for the body 

cameras as the funding that would have to be added to this grant to make the purchase 

would be better suited for the ALCOTEST equipment will no longer be covered by the 

state.
